CODE OF CONDUCT 
 
General Guidelines  

1. A 3-strike rule will be enforced: if a player violates the conditions of the code 3 times, it will cause for dismissal from 
the team.   

2. Consequences for poor behavior will vary depending on the severity and recurrence of the infraction.  The more 
severe the infraction the greater the consequences.  Consequences for poor behavior are at the discretion of the 
coaching staff (after a review by the head coach). However, players who continually disregards the rules and are 
disruptive to training will be suspended and sent home. 

 
Attendance 

1. Preseason  
a. Practice will be during 5th period/after school Tuesday and Thursday. 
b. Monday is a designated classroom time dedicated to instruction. 

2. Season 
a. Practice will be Monday – Friday during 5th period/after school depending on designated practice times 

TBD.  
3. All sessions are mandatory, and players must be on time, except for excused absences. 

a. Excused absences: doctor/dental appointments, teacher discussions, makeup exams, a legitimate illness. 
i. All of the above must be accompanied by a note from a doctor or teacher.  Failure to do so will 

result in suspension from practicing and/or playing privileges. 
b. Unexcused Absences: detention, tardiness, no equipment, such as; lack of specific items (apparel, etc). 

i. Unexcused absences will result in: 
ii. Preseason – limited participation in practice. 
iii. In Season – a loss of playing time. 

 
Personal Conduct 

1. Place academic achievement as the highest priority. 
2. Respect the integrity and judgement of game officials. 
3. Exhibit fair play, sportsmanship and proper conduct on and off the playing field. 
4. Refrain from the use of profanity, vulgarity and other offensive language and gestures. 
5. Any player caught stealing equipment or personal items from another player or team will be automatically dismissed 

from the team. 
6. Use of tobacco, alcohol and/or drugs is strictly forbidden.  Players found to be using or in the possession of any of the 

above will result in immediate dismissal from the team. 
7. Display modesty in victory and graciousness in defeat. 

 
Parents Responsibilities 

1. No display of unsportsmanlike conduct directed toward the other team or player. 
2. Verbal abuse (above and beyond the normal banter for the disapproval of bad calls) aimed at referees. 

 
Eligibility  

1. Players are forbidden to practice with any other team while playing for DHHS. 
2. Players are forbidden from playing in ‘Sunday League’ games. 
3. EVERY PLAYER MUST MAINTAIN A 2.0 GPA THROUGHOUT THE YEAR TO PLAY (NO EXCEPTIONS).  

a. Grades will be monitored every 2-3 weeks.  If a player does not have a GPA above 2.0 he will not be allowed 
to train or play in any games. 

 
Abiding by these rules will aid us towards a successful season.  By signing below, both participating student athlete and the 
parents, legal guardian/caregiver hereby agree that the student athlete shall abide by the rules set forth in the code of conduct.
